TerraCycle Recycling Program Comes to Good Shepherd
Good Shepherd has just started participating in a fascinating new recycling program:
The TerraCycle Brigade .
We are collecting several packaging products. Drink pouches like the ones used for
Del Monte 100% fruit juices and fruit cocktails and Kool-Aid Jammers fruit beverages;
Cookie and Cracker single serving pouches  like the ones used for Gold Fish and
Ritz crackers, along with the Christie cookies; Sandwich bags the 'zipper' ones;
Yogurt cups; Sally’'s Cereal Bags , and Chocolate Bar wrappers. These packages
are normally very difficult to recycle and usually end up as garbage in landfills.
TerraCycle takes the packages, cleans them up and turns them into new and useful
consumer products like totes, backpacks and lunch bags. This means the usually
discarded packages are not going into landfills and, better still, the new “upcycled”
products use much less energy to make than items made from raw materials.
TerraCycle will donate 2 cents to Good Shepherd School for every package we
collect. So we’re not only helping the environment, but we’ll be helping our school just
by collecting something that would normally be considered garbage! We will have a
bin/box in each class set up for recycling. If you use any of these products at home,
please send them in with your child. Please remember to empty the drink pouch and
remove the straw; shake out any crumbs from the cookie, cracker, sandwich and
cereal bags; rinse out the yogurt containers. These items will be collect from each
class and sorted into collection boxes.
When the collection boxes fill up, TerraCycle gives us pre-paid UPS labels to send
them back to their warehouse. So there is no cost to us. We get the credit of 2 cents
for each piece we send in and they send Good Shepherd a cheque twice a year.

provide for getting your child safely to and fronetschool bus pick-up and drop-off location;

ensure that your child is at the school bus std@53ninutes prior to the scheduled arrival timelw school
bus; and

review contingency procedures with your child ander such areas as what to do if the bus is lateamicelled
and generally what to do when inclement weathenmountered on the way to or from the bus stog.
