LITERACY ACROSS THE CURRICULUM

S.T.A.R.T. (Students and Teachers All Read Togethei$ uninterrupted reading time during the first 15 minutes
of the period. The S.T.A.R.T. schedule is as follows: Tuebdmyiod 2; Wednesdayperiod 3; Thursday
period 4 and Friday period 5.

Guidelines

Students must report to class on time and be prepared with reading material for silent reading. Students may not
leave class to obtain materials.

Reading materials may include fiction and #fation books, newspapers and/or magazines. All materials should
be appropriate to the school mission and community. Students may not read or have present materials that
contain violent, racist, hate or pornographic content. Teachers reserve the right to withdraw individual reading
material that they consider questionable.

Teachers should have the S.T.A.R.T. Schedule posted in their classroom.

OSSLT Screening Task: In preparation for the OSSLT (Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test) which all grade
10 students in the Province of Ontario will write on March 29, 2012, our grade 10 students have been screened
with a reading and writing task in their homeroom class. Teachers have assessed their level of performance to
determine which students may need remediation and literacy support.

Literacy Preparation Lessons: To further prepare our grade 10 cohort for the OSSLT, grade 10 teachers will
deliver a package of 6 lessons to both academic and applied level students. The lessons will be delivered in
rotating classes with 3 in the first semester and 3 in the second semester.

Students at risk: For those students flagged as at risk and/or students with an IEP, workshops will be held during
the last month leading up to the test. Parents will be contacted on an individual basis and their cooperation
sought in ensuring student participation in these sessions.
